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Opposition: “It May
Be Too Late”

January 21, 2014 (KYIV)--Ukrainian
opposition leader Yuriy Lutsenko has
warned amid ongoing confrontations
in the streets of Kyiv that it may be too
late for President Viktor Yanukovych to
negotiate with the opposition.

Speaking early on January 21 after
another night of tense standoffs in the
Ukrainian capital, Lutsenko, a former
interior minister, said the protests
descended into violent clashes with police
because Yanukovych failed to respond to
the demands of peaceful demonstrators.

Lutsenko suggested that antigo-
vernment forces were standing by a
demand for Yanukovych’s resignation,
saying, “If Yanukovich does not realize
his time has passed then roundtable talks
will not help.”

“I do not support these methods,”
Lutsenko said of the violence, “but
I understand that their actions were
the result of the president of Ukraine
ignoring the demands of millions of
peaceful protesters for 60 days. It is
obvious Yanukovich simply does not

want to hear his people the nice way, so
these people in their desperation had to
get through to him.”

Hundreds of people have been
reported injured in the clashes over
the past 72 hours, and some protesters
were clearly taking a more aggressive
approach, donning helmets, and
launching stones and Molotov cocktails,
and torching vehicles.

Yanukovych called for dialogue
and compromise on January 20 but
warned the public “not to follow those
who call for violence, who are willing to
provoke the split between the state and
society, who want to throw the people
of Ukrainian into the furnace of mass
riots.”

Opposition leaders have called for
Ukrainians across the country to travel
to Kyiv and join the antigovernment
protests, which were sparked by a
November decision by Yanukovych
and his political allies to abandon talks
with the European Union on trade and
association agreements.

SBU GENERAL: POLICE IN BREACH
OF THE CONSTITUTION ON HRU-
SHEVSKY ST

20.01.14 (KYIV) The combat
grenades used by police against
protesters on Hrushevsky St are

for use against terrorists and
criminals, a former deputy head

of the SBU [Security Service]

says. SBU Lieutenant General
Oleksandr Skipalsky told Radio
Svoboda that the police had vio-
lated the Constitution by impeding

a protest which at the outset was
peaceful. The police claim that their
use of special means, which included
stun grenades; rubber bullets, tear
gas and water cannons was legal and
call the events a mass riot. While

at a certain point trouble began, up
till then the demonstration which
brought tens of thousands out in
Kyiv had been peaceful.

Skipalsky is adamant: “If the
police had not obstructed people’s
peaceful expression of their views,
but had guarded the government
building or Verkhovna Rada which
somebody wanted to seize, [ would
have said that they carried out their
task to prevent [seizure] and guard
official buildings.

He says that by blocking the
street when people were protesting in
peaceful fashion, the police breached
Article 5 of the Constitution. He
believes that for that only, for
allowing provocateurs to carry out
such actions the police management
should lose their jobs.

CREW ARRESTED IN KYIV

RFE/RL January 20, 2014, KYIV
(VOA) A Radio Free Europe/Radio
Liberty crew was arrested in the cap-
ital of Ukraine on Monday, this after
demonstrations continued overnight
in the capital of Kyiv.

RFE/RL reported that a Radio
Liberty news team went to cover the
demonstrations on Hrushevsky Street
in Kyiv around 8:00 a.m., local time.
The media outlet said members of
the team came into contact with law
enforcement personnel and that their
broadcast was interrupted.

Radio Liberty said one of its
employees received numerous contu-
sions and abrasions, allegedly at the
hands of police, just for doing his
job. Officials with the news outlet
said they were trying to find out why
its team was detained.

MORE REPORTS OF JOURNALISTS
UNDER FIRE

A Channel 5 cameraman, Ivan
Nakonechny is the latest member

of the press to have been shot at by
Berkut riot police on Hrushevsky St.
Nakonechny says that he was there to
follow what was happening, and was
filming, standing behind a shield.
The bullet thankfully hit the video

recorder, not him.

TSN journalist Natalya Pisnya
was less lucky and received a bullet
wound to the leg while covering the
events on Hrushevsky St.

There are an increasing
number of reports that journalists
are being deliberately shot at.

In the first video here, (http://
www.telekritika.ua/profesija/2014-
01-20/89476 ) a journalist explains
that he demonstrated that he was
from the press and then the police
took fire.

Two Radio Svoboda journalists
were detained at around 8.00 on
Monday morning, then taken to the
Darnytsky police station. Radio
Svoboda reports that cameraman Thor
Ishakov has just been released. “His
face is covered in bruises, hs clothes
in blood and it looks as though he
has a broken nose, and may have
concussion. One of the journalists
had managed to ring the studio a
little earlier. He was asked if they
had been beaten and went silent. The
question was rephrased, so that he
could answer yes or no. He said yes.

A representative of the police
station told Radio Svoboda that the
other journalist detained, Dmytro
Barkar, should be released shortly.
She said that the two “were not
detained, that they have been
questioned as witnesses”.

The two journalists were
detained just after they videoed
footage of a police officer aiming
and shooting directly at them.

Some of the other reports suggest
that Berkut officers have once again
used gratuitous levels of violence.

It would be difficult to assert that
they have been more brutal than

to others, but the fact remains that
they have used violence in situations
where they knew the people to be
journalists.

UKRAINE TRACKS PROTESTERS
THROUGH CELLPHONES

KYI1V, Ukraine — The Ukrainian
government used telephone technol-
ogy to pinpoint the locations of cell-
phones in use near clashes between
riot police officers and protesters
early on Tuesday, illustrating that
techniques that can be used to target
commercial information can serve
law enforcement as well.

People near the fighting between
riot police and protesters received a
text message shortly after midnight
saying “Dear subscriber, you are
registered as a participant in a mass
disturbance.”

The phrasing echoed language
in a new law making participation
in a protest deemed violent a crime
punishable by imprisonment. The law
took effect on Tuesday.

This law and a package of other
legislation passed by pro-govern-
ment political parties in Parliament
appeared modeled on rules in neigh-
boring Russia, which has pioneered
the coordination of legislation tight-
ening rules on free speech and public
assembly with technological capabili-

ties.

Canada Concerned
by Anti-Protest Law in Ukraine

“Canada calls on the Ukrainian government to reverse its decision. This
repressive bill was passed without a proper vote and in complete violation of
parliamentary procedure. It will now give the Ukrainian government the tools to
control the population and thwart democratic expression, which is completely

unacceptable.

“Canada also condemns the government’s use of intimidation tactics and
threats of legal action against the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church for helping
peaceful protesters. This is a deplorable attack on religious freedom and the right

to assembly in Ukraine.

“Canada strongly supports the Ukrainian people, who have spoken out coura-
geously in support of a free and democratic Ukraine. Canada is ready and prepa-
red to consider all options to make clear on whose side we stand.”

Jan 17,2014 (Washington) “I do want to say one word quickly about the events
that took place yesterday in Ukraine. The legislation that was rammed through
the Rada without transparency and accountability violates all the norms of the
OSCE and the EU. We believe deeply that the people of Ukraine want to affiliate
and want to be associated with Europe and they want to turn in that direction.
And the steps that were taken yesterday are anti-democratic, they’re wrong, they
are taking from the people of Ukraine their choice and their opportunity for the
future. So we will continue to stay focused on this issue, but this kind of anti-
democratic maneuver is extremely disturbing and should be a concern to every
nation that wants to see the people of Ukraine be able to not only express their
wish but see it executed through the political process.”

As a concerned citizen, I would like this
federal government to further support
Ukraine’s democratization by playing a
more active role in resolving the current
political crisis.

First of all, thank you for visiting the
peaceful protesters’ camp in Kyiv on your
most recent official trip to Ukraine. There
is no doubt that concerned Canadians
appreciate your swift move to meet with
opposition leaders and protesters during
this visit. As you may know, at the grass-
roots level, Ukrainians in Canada have
organized numerous rallies across the
country to support the peaceful protests in
Ukraine. Nevertheless, Ukrainian authori-
ties continue to use force against protest-
ers, journalists and everyone who doesn’t
agree with them. More than ever the people

of Ukraine need our support. Canada has

a strong tradition of supporting Ukraine;
from being the first Western country to rec-
ognize its independence in 1991 to sending
a record number of observers to monitor
parliamentary elections in recent years.

Secondly, I ask you to consider assum-
ing the role of Chief Negotiator between
the Ukrainian government, leaders of the
official opposition, and civil society repre-
sentatives in order to bring about a peace-
ful resolution to the current crisis.

a similar strategy involving international
mediation efforts previously worked dur-
ing the 2004 Orange Revolution, which
resulted in a peaceful exit plan.

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Dogs of the Dow

In the past we have written articles
about strategies to help select stocks
that would outperform the general mar-
ket indices. In the current article, we
would like to examine an investment
strategy known as “The Dogs of the
Dow” (“the Dogs”).

This strategy is credited to Michael
B. O’Higgins who published the book
“Beating the Dow” in 1991. The strat-
egy is simple which attracts a lot of
investor attention. It proposes each year
on January 20d 4 invest equally in the
ten stocks of the Dow Jones Industrial
Average (DJIA)index (30 stocks
altogether) which have highest divi-
dend yields. Dividend yield is the ratio
of the annual dividend paid per share
relative to the current price per share.

The Dogs strategy implies that the
company will pay the same (or higher)
dividend per share in the coming year
despite the weaker performance of the
shares in the previous year (hence, the
higher dividend yields, since all stocks
in the DJIA index tend to pay similar
dividends). If the strategy works, the
investor will benefit from the higher
dividend yield as well as any growth
in the share price.

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large-cap companies.

Over the past 20+ years, the “Dogs
of the Dow” strategy has been put to
test by numerous investment profes-
sionals and observers. O’Higgins
back-tested the strategy to the 1920s
and found that it consistently outper-
formed the wider market. In 1992-
2011, the “Dogs of the Dow” matched
the average annual total return of the
DIJIA (10.8%) and outperformed the
S&P 500 (9.6%) (see Wikipedia and
www.dogsofthedow.com). In 2000-
2013, “the Dogs of the Dow” outper-
formed DJIA and S&P 500 in eight
years out of 14 (see Table 1 on the
top).

Over the 1992-2011 period, the
“Small Dogs of the Dow”, which are
the five lowest priced Dogs of the
Dow (or “Dow 57), outperformed both
the DJIA and S&P 500 with an aver-
age annual total return of 12.6%. For
each individual year within this period,
performance of both the “Dogs of the
Dow” and the “Dow 5 was differ-
ent. For instance, both strategies did
not outperform the DJIA during later
stages of the dot-com boom (1998-
1999) and during the financial crisis
(2007-2009). This shows that this kind
of strategy should be implemented with
caution, as it isn’t fool proof in its out-
performance.

Apart from the “Dow 57, there are
also other modifications of the “Dogs of
the Dow”, which select stocks based on
their prices. In particular, the “Dow 47,
which includes the four highest priced
stocks of the “Dow 5”; and the “Foolish
4” which chooses the same stocks as
the “Dow 47, but allocates 40% of
the portfolio to the lowest priced of
these four stocks and 20% to the other

three stocks (see Investopedia.com).
Although in some past periods these
strategies outperformed the DJIA and
even the “Dogs of the Dow”, they
should be considered with heightened
care because share price, unlike divi-
dend yield, is not necessarily indicative
of value or of future performance.

There has been some recent
criticism of the “Dogs of the Dow”
strategy. Jack Hough of Barron’s (see
Barrons.com) claims that the strategy
does not work any longer. He believes
that there is no reason to adopt the
approach for 2014 because companies
have changed the way they return cash
to shareholders. According to Jack
Hough, in 2013, big U.S. companies
spent about $1.50 on share repurchases
for each $1 they spent on dividends. He
suggests that a “Dogs” strategy based
on both dividends and share repurchas-
es may beat the original “Dogs of the
Dow” strategy and the wider market.

On numerous investment-related
web-sites, you may find different divi-
dend-based investment strategies and
even a selection of stocks that fit those
strategies.

the Rubicon, initiating a civil war

that brought about the demise of
the Roman republic and the start of a
dictatorship. This past week, President
Yanukovych, crossed his own virtual
Rubicon, by engineering an illegitimate
and farcical vote in Ukraine’s par-
liament, the Verkhovna Rada, that
stripped Ukrainians of all rights to dis-
sent and turned Ukraine into a de facto
dictatorship. Ukraine has finally come
to a long overdue turning point in its
destiny, one that should have happened
when Ukraine became “independent”
in 1991.

Regrettably, from a political and
economic point of view, very little
changed back then. Most historians and
political experts agree that the Soviet
Union ceased to be an ideologically
based political system many decades
before it finally collapsed. In those
latter years of the Soviet Empire, very
few of the elite that governed this so-
called “evil empire” actually believed
in the idealistic Marxist principles that
had spurred the original revolution and
changed the course of history. The peo-
ple in power were motivated strictly by
their own self-interest and preserving
their privileged positions on the backs
of the unfortunate “Homo Sovieticus”.
The idealists had morphed into oli-
garchs, and the Soviet system was one
big sham, lacking any real moral, ethi-
cal or ideologically foundation.

When the whole sorry system col-
lapsed in 1991, Ukraine had a golden
opportunity to relegate its Soviet politi-
cal and economic structures and mind-
set to the garbage bin, and start afresh
to build a truly democratic state based
on the principles of fairness, justice,
human rights and respect for the indi-
vidual. Many of the former Soviet con-
trolled states did just that and are well
on their way towards attaining those
civilized standards that we in the west
take for granted. Ukraine, for reasons
that historians will be dissecting for
decades to come, failed to do so.

Instead, all those well placed and
corrupt bureaucrats and plutocrats,
took the opportunity to superficially
change their stripes and managed to
retain their privileged and powerful
positions, turning the country and its
assets into their personal wealth gener-
ating machine. For over two decades,
the country has been pillaged blind by
these wily and self-serving oligarchs.
They have used their money and power
to manipulate public opinion and the
electoral process. All the while, they
have striven to maintain at least a
pretense or semblance of democratic

rossing the Rubicon

values and processes for domestic and
foreign consumption. With the events
of the past week, that pretense has come
to an end.

The passing of those draconian
laws last week strips away that last fig
leaf of democracy from the true face
of the Yanukovych regime. He has
now overtly joined the ranks of Putin,
Lukashenka and Kim Jong-un in choos-
ing repression and dictatorship as the
true governance model for Ukraine.
Whether he is doing so on his own ini-
tiative or is being pressured by Putin is
largely immaterial. He has crossed his
own Rubicon and must now face the
consequences.

Those consequences for both
Yanukovych and for the Ukrainian
nation will undoubtedly be drastic. He
is gambling of course on the ability of
his police forces to restore order and
control by any means. In this, he has
likely made a gross miscalculation. He
can rely on no more than a few thou-
sand Berkut special forces to carry out
his repressive measures. Most of the
regular “militsia” or police forces, as
well as the armed forces proper, cannot
be counted on to act against their own
people. Should the protesters and dem-
onstrators continue to marshal support
in the hundreds of thousands and even
million, any violent actions against
them are doomed to fail. For the past
two months, any attempts at using force
by the authorities has backfired and
increased the strength and commitment
of the opposition.

If Yanukovych now chooses to
confront the demonstrators with force,
the situation will quickly get out of
hand with a genuine risk of civil war.
Should that happen, the Yanukovich
regime will tumble like a house of
cards, since its support is very shallow
and only based on fear and intimida-
tion. As soon as it becomes obvious
that the regime is incapable of asserting
its authority, it will be abandoned very
quickly.

Of course, any such scenario carries
huge risks for all sides. Revolutions
by their very nature are very hard to
control and their effects impossible to
predict. In themselves, they also hold
no guarantees that what ensues will
be better than what went before. In
these dangerous times, it is key that
the leaders of the opposition remained
disciplined, unified and maintain both
their principles and composure. The
time has come for the Ukrainian people
to do what should have been done some
two decades ago. It is time to bury the
past and choose a new civilized and
democratic future.

What’s Next?

Professor Mychailo Wynnyckyj, PhD
Kyiv-Mohyla Academy and two former
students offer the following analysis:

Is more violence to come? It seems that
a poll of Ukraine’s regular army officers
and NCO’s was recently conducted by
the Ministry of Defence. Commanders
of all ranks were queried as to their
feelings of prime responsibility in a
defensive role. Without getting into too
many details, over 70% saw their prime
responsibility as “defence of my home
and my family”, and less than 15% saw
their responsibility as “defense of my
state”. They were then asked “whose
interests do you believe the Ukrainian
state represents today”. 35% answered
“rich peoples”; 27 answered “bureau-
crats and state officials”; 15% answered
“the people of Ukraine”. What can we
conclude? Only 15% of army officers
see their role as being defenders of a
state that represents its people whereas
85% are completely disillusioned and
likely demoralized. Furthermore, the
survey asked “to what extent do you
trust officials from the Ministry of
Defence?” - over 2/3 gave negative
answers. When [ presented this data
to another former student of mine who
has had a great deal of contact with
Ukraine’s officer corps, he criticized
the very methodology of the survey
- apparently, one should not question
loyalty among officers; they’re loyalty
is to their immediate commander, not
to ephemeral values and ideals. But
nevertheless, this ex-student’s conclu-
sion was the same: if Yanukovych
attempts to engage Ukraine’s regular
army into the current battles, this will
spell the death of his regime. Officers
and NCO’s are demoralized, and sim-
ply will not follow orders to shoot their
own people. Personally, I'm prepared to
accept this as an “expert” opinion. So,
who can Yanukovych count on in case
of a crackdown? In broad terms, the
Ukrainian Ministry of the Interior has
5 categories of units: 1) traffic police
- generally highly corrupt, and not fit
for fighting, but can be (and have been)
used to block cars, buses, supply trucks,
etc. Presumably they could be used to
enforce a curfew as well, although long
term loyalty is highly questionable. 2)
regular local police - tasked with inves-
tigating burglaries, domestic disputes,
and local law enforcement. Their loyalty
is clearly with the local population and
not with the regime. 3) internal troops
- generally young (often conscripted)
men serving for 2-3 years, and trained
to guard government buildings and
officials, and to defend against rioters

(if necessary) rather than attack. These
are the men who are currently under
fire from protesters on Hrushevskoho
St., and more could (theoretically) be
bused from the regions into the capital
to enforce order. Attempts at moving
these troops from western Ukraine
have been so far unsuccessful - pro-
testers have barricaded them in their
barracks. According to official sources,
33,000 men serve in Ukraine’s Internal
Troops throughout the country, but no
more than 20,000 are available for
duty in Kyiv because regional govern-
ment offices need guards etc. 4) Berkut
riot police - approximately 4,000 men
throughout the country, trained to
disperse crowds (as we saw on Nov.
30 and Dec. 1) 5) Internal Ministry
Special Forces (Tiger, Bars, Omega,
Jaguar, etc.) - approximately 4,000
men in total throughout the country,
primarily trained to deal with orga-
nized crime. In my opinion, in the
case of a crackdown, Yanukovych can
(at best!) count on about 5,000 Berkut
plus special forces attack troops and
an additional 20,000 Interior Ministry
guards. Kyiv is a city of over 3 million
people. Somehow I just don’t see how
25,000 men can control a population of
that size for long - particularly when
that population is hostile to the regime.
Maybe I’'m mistaken, but it seems to
me that the “king is naked” - a forceful
resolution to this conflict is just not in
the cards. Or rather, if tried, it will lead
to the regime’s downfall due to mass
defections and disobedience. Of course,
all of the above does not mean that
Yanukovych-the-maniac may not try to
use force to resolve the current crisis.
Certainly any attempt by the regime to
do so will lead to grotesque casualties,
and in the end, it will fail. Advisors
around Yanukovych seem to under-
stand this - rather than trying a frontal
attack on the Maidan, targeted arrests
of activists have been reported today.
It seems that while “negotiations” are
ongoing, the regime will try to impose
a reign of terror during the coming days
- to use the draconian laws passed by
Parliament, to legalize a targeted crack-
down. But given the determination of
the Maidan, and its level of self-organi-
zation, even a targeted crackdown will
inevitably fail. Any attempt to arrest
the leaders of the Avtomaidan will lead
to more protests. Any attempt to quash
students will simply galvanize more
young people. So what’s my message
(or prediction)? Ukraine’s revolution
will end in regime change (I’ll chance
this one -by Easter?), but more violence
and casualties are yet to come. Sadly,
Yanukovych will not give up without a
fight. God help us!
