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Ukraine Places Anti-
Terror Forces on Alert

Kyiv, February 9, 2014 — Ukraine’s
state security service on Sunday placed
anti-terrorist units on alert in response
to a sharp rise in unspecified threats
against sensitive installations including
atomic power stations, airports and gas
and oil pipelines.

The ex-Soviet republic is in the grip
of mass anti-government protests and it
was not clear if the unusual statement

by Ukraine’s SBU service, issued on its
website, was connected to the unrest.

Describing the move as preventive,
it said: “The SBU’s anti-terrorist center,
in accordance with the law, is obliged to
put on readiness anti-terrorist units on
the territory of the state.”

It said international airports, power
stations, and railway and bus stations in
large cities were particularly at risk.

Ukraine's Central Bank
Imposes Capital Controls

Kyiv, February 7, 2014 — Ukraine’s
central bank imposed limits on foreign-
currency purchases, bolstering a sag-
ging hryvnia after interventions failed
to prop it up.

The monetary authority yesterday
set a monthly cap on foreign-currency
purchases for individuals and imposed
a waiting period of at least six working
days for companies and people.

In addition to the waiting period
for companies, the central bank
imposed a 50,000 hryvnia ($5,851)
monthly limit on individuals’ non-trade
foreign-currency purchases and banned
the buying of foreign currency for
early loan repayments or investments
abroad.

Ukraine’s political crisis, in its

third month, has rocked the hryvnia,
squeezing reserves as authorities
struggle to contain a record current-
account  gap. President  Viktor
Yanukovych traveled to the opening
ceremony of the Sochi Olympics, where
he is to meet the Russian president, who
halted payments from a $15 billion
bailout after nationwide protests led to
the cabinet’s collapse.

Fitch Ratings lowered Ukraine’s
sovereign rating to CCC from B- with
a negative outlook after political
instability ~ “increased  markedly”
since its last review Nov. 8, the debt
evaluator said in a statement today.
That puts Ukraine’s grade on the same
level as Jamaica’s and below Greece or

Egypt.

The
first was a flash mob staged on Bay Street in front on
the Deutsche Bank on February 6th and the second
was a march from City Hall to protest in front of the
Russian Consulate in midtown Toronto.

The Ukrainian Uprising: Analysis

I have been to Ukraine numerous
times. Lectured there. Received honor-
ary doctorates from their Universities.
Published books and articles in
Ukrainian. Worked with Ukrainian
business executives and their manag-
ers. But in all my experience working
worldwide, 1 have never heard of or
come across such blatant, open, shame-
less, corruption as I have encountered
in Ukraine.

Don’t misunderstand. I know there
is a lot of corruption everywhere. Even
in the United States. Even in my home
city. If you want a license to build a
house in Santa Barbara you need a per-
mit, which might take a year or more
before it is approved by the bureau-
cracy. So you hire a “middleman” who
used to work at the department of urban
planning and who knows the ropes. He
is called an expeditor, and for a fee
will make sure that your request for a
license is granted in less than a year.

To me that is corruption... though
everyone considers it a normal way of
doing business.

There is corruption of course in
every nation-state. You will find it in
Israel, in India, in Brazil. Name any
country and you will find traces of
corruption. But Ukraine is a different
story. It represents a paradigm shift
in the magnitude and nature of cor-
ruption. A sizable jump to a different
level of corruption that places it in a
league all of its own. I was told but did
not validate that in Ukraine you could
get a medical degree for a fee. Just pay
a bribe. Same with a degree to parade
as a lawyer. Or any other license. Just
imagine going to a doctor to be treated
and you have no idea if this “profes-
sional” is really trained or just bought

the degree... To me this is a nightmare.
A total breakdown of trust.

But it does not end there.
Government officials will not let you
operate in the marketplace unless
you pay a fee for protection; in this
case protection from them. In its own
way this is a system patterned after
the mafia. If you do not pay a sig-
nificant fee monthly or annually the
officials will take over your business.
Nationalize it or remove the license to
operate. And in many cases they take
ownership of the business as well.
During my last trip I was told (after one
of my lectures) by a leading business
leader who was in the audience how
a Western bank lost its investments in
Ukraine. The bank invested a signifi-
cant amount of money in Ukraine so
that it could finance loans. The loans
were given to businesses that were
either owned directly by the state, or to
people very close to leaders within the
state, or to those who worked directly
for the government itself. That kind of
bias is questionable but in Ukraine they
took it one step further. The loans were
simply never repaid. It is useless to sue
in court. The courts are corrupt and in
collusion with the government.

Unable to collect, the mother bank
put its branches in Ukraine for sale at
ten cents on the dollar. Lost billions of
dollars. And who bought the bank? A
member of the President’s family in
Ukraine. It can have another varia-
tion of the scheme. The government
gives loans to the banks to finance
the economy. The bank loan it to busi-
nesses owned by those government
officials. The businesses refuse to pay
back the loans. The bank bankrupts
and the government loses its loan but
all the money ends in the hands of the
government officials via their compa-
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nies. Nice scheme, eh? Open. Known
by everyone.

The openness with which the rul-
ing politicians take advantage to enrich
themselves at the expense of the nation
is mind boggling. Anyone who is able
to do so takes any assets they can out
of the country, and no one in his sane
mind is willing today to invest in the
country. Ukraine is not going bankrupt.
It is already bankrupt as a system.

What to do?

A leading intellectual of Ukraine
asked me that question; his name of
course has to remain anonymous. |
offered a one sentence response: “The
fish stinks from the head, but it is
cleaned from the tail.” In other words,
the corruption comes from the leaders
of the country. They set the tone. They
lead the parade. They are the cause of
the stinking situation. Common logic
suggests they need to be changed in
order for the situation to change. Good.
But who will change the leadership?
They will not change by themselves.
Alas, you cannot change corrupt lead-
ers by democratic means, by voting
them out of power. Those in power
will rig the votes.

External sanctions do not work
either. The corrupt leadership makes
itself even richer during times of sanc-
tions. They control the black market for
the essential goods the nation needs. It
is rumored that Milosevic made billions
of dollars importing gasoline across the
border in spite of the sanctions against
Serbia. Being the only supplier he
could charge a fortune.

There is only one solution: clean
the fish from the tail. The people must
rise in protest. And not desist, regard-
less of the cost in lives, until they have
prevailed. They must say, enough is
enough and take to the streets. And
remove by force the corrupt leaders.
To the barricades. To the Bastille.

In Davos where I recently served
on a discussion panel I was told that
the President of Ukraine threatened to
shoot at the demonstrators if they do
not disperse. I said I hope that he does
so. The audience gasped. But shooting
demonstrators, one’s own nationals,
will infuriate the people and make
them even more committed to over-
throwing the President and his party
leaders. Just the way the Romanians
got rid of Ceausescu. It needs to get
real bad before it gets better. Changing
the leadership is only one step towards

the rehabilitation of the system. It is not
enough. You may cut off the head, but
the rest of the body is still infected.

Ukraine needs new leadership
that has not been infected by corrup-
tion; God forbid the new regime is cut
from the same cloth as the old one.
The country will slide even further into
despair... and it is not only money that
will leave the country. Anyone who can
walk will flee. (Maybe it was a blessing
Ukraine did not join the EU. If people
had the right to move freely anywhere
in common market Europe, Ukraine
would soon be empty of its inhabitants
that have any brain to sell.)

It is important to recognize that in
an uprising the goal is not only to rid
the nation of its corrupt leaders but to
make sure as well that their replace-
ment are not corrupt. And the new
leaders must understand that cleaning
house needs to be their first priority;
an end to corruption their first assigned
task. That is never easy.

I believe that bureaucracy is often
the cause of corruption. “A hole in the
fence calls for a thief” is a Hebrew
expression and all countries in transi-
tion experience major disruptions that
cause “holes” to emerge in the process
of governance. That is called bureau-
cracy. And people are human and some
do not have the strength to resist temp-
tation and “crawl through the hole” to
steal. That is corruption.

The new leadership in Ukraine—if
one comes into being— needs to re-
model the system. To close the “holes”
to create accountability and transpar-
ency. To remodel the present day
bureaucracy rather than only punish
those who continue to act corruptly.
Not unlike the changes the leadership
in the Republic of Georgia did a decade
ago. And the changes the leaders of
Macedonia are implementing today.
It can be done. It needs to be done. It
must be done.

And I pray it will be done.

The Calm
Before the Storm

and the ongoing crisis in Ukraine

has temporarily receded into
the background as far as most of the
world’s media are concerned. Attention
has shifted to Sochi, Russia, something
that Putin always had in mind when he
engineered for Russia to win the bid for
the 2014 Winter Olympics.

However, I am sure he cannot be
too pleased about much of the cover-
age that has been coming out the past
few weeks from Sochi. There has
been abundant reporting about the
mad scramble to complete a lot of
the construction and the embarrassing
shortcomings in the quality and design
of some of the facilities. There is con-
troversy over the large-scale culling of
Sochi’s significant stray dog population
and no shortage of stories on how many
of Sochi’s residents were callously dis-
possessed of their homes and properties
to make room for Olympic construc-
tion. For the first time, a lot of the
world is also hearing of the fact that the
Sochi area was historically the home of
the Circassians who became one of the
first victims of Russian genocide some
one hundred and fifty years ago, when
Russia first conquered the area.

But perhaps, the most damning
reporting concerns the large scale
corruption that has surrounded these
Olympics from the get go. The total
cost for Russia to stage these Olympics
has climbed over the $50 billion mark.
Experts and informed sources are esti-
mating that some $30 billion of this
amount has gone into paying bribes
and kickbacks to that tight compact of
Putin’s kleptocratic cronies that con-
trol the Russian economy and all the
political levers of power. Much of the
construction was done without proper
geological and engineering assessment,
resulting in many of the facilities and
buildings being constructed on unstable
land and foundations. They will likely
have very short life spans.

Even the opening ceremonies that
were supposed to showcase the “mod-
ern” Russia, proved to be more than
a little bizarre. What were Putin and
his planners thinking in incorporating
into the program a historical sequence
that can best be described as a flash-
back to Soviet realism, complete with
a giant hammer and sickle. The only
thing missing was a giant picture of

The Winter Olympics have started,

Stalin. It is symbolic of the delusion
and warped mindset of Russia’s current
leadership that they consider that period
of Russian history as something to be
proud of.

It was interesting to note that
throughout the whole of the open-
ing ceremonies, Putin wore as grim
and dour and expression as even
Brezhnev would have been proud of.
I think that Putin was well aware that
this grand display was impressing no
one, and that his $50 billion ego trip
was a lost cause. Most telling, most
of the key global leaders and heads
of state made a point of avoiding the
Olympics and staying home. For com-
pany, Putin had to settle for the likes
of President Yanukovych from Ukraine
and President Lukashenka of Belarus.
What was supposed to have been a
kind of coming out party for Putin and
the “new and improved” Russia, turned
out to be a giant snub, with most of the
world treating this gaudy pretense with
the contempt it deserved.

President Yanukovych’s presence
in Sochi probably had less to do with
the Olympics, as with the necessity to
confer with Putin on what he should
do next. Having proven himself totally
incapable of dealing with his outraged
Ukrainian citizenry (who would dearly
love to see him retired permanently, one
way or another) he now finds himself
in desperate straits. Putin has in recent
weeks indicated a strong reluctance
to send Yanukovych any more of the
promised billions that he had agreed to
only a couple of months ago. Even he
now realizes that giving Yanukovych
any more money is a colossal waste.

Forthe moment, while the Olympics
are on, an uneasy calm pervades the
Maidan and most of Ukraine.

I think most Ukrainians realize
that their future will be determined
not by Yanukovych and his oligarch
buddies, but by what Putin chooses to
do next. If he acts rationally, he will
cut his losses, abandon Yanukovych
and let Ukrainians solve their political
quagmire on their own. If he gives vent
to his imperialistic ego and decides to
intervene directly in Ukraine, we will
be in for some very stormy months
ahead. Whatever the case, | am pretty
sure that Putin is not getting any of
the joy that he expected out of these
Olympics.

Over the last month there had been a
total of three attacks on worshippers
attending a Podil synagogue in Kyiv.
Two were unsuccessful, one left a
yeshiva student wounded. The modus
operandi leave us no doubt as to who
is the culprit. It is certainly not a spon-
taneous upsurge of aggression from
“Maidan’s anti-Semites,” as there is a
far closer synagogue in the very center
of Kyiv. Besides, only a madman could
try to plan something like this con-
sciously in the middle of Maidan today,
as this would mean throwing away any
hope for help from the West. But on the
other side, the act has an air of complete
impunity about it. The worshippers
themselves caught an “observer” who
had been drawing the routes of yeshiva
students to and from the synagogue; he
went to the police quite calmly and was
never seen or heard from again. Second,
the police itself, which hasn’t found
anyone — and seems to not have even
started looking. It’s a familiar scene for
Kyiv today: hired thugs protected by the
“agents of law enforcement” burn cars,
attack passers by, and disappear into the
night. Their expectations are simple:
either the Jews believe that they have
become victims of the “Bandera follow-
ers” and call for a stop to the Maidan
“outrage,” or the Jews understand that
they were chosen by the government for
a scare and call even louder for a stop,
afraid of things becoming worse.

We have long lived on this land.
The Jewish communities in Crimea
have existed for over 2000 years. Kyiv
was first mentioned in a letter written
in Hebrew. But our modern history in
Ukraine began only 500 years ago. It
had been a very diverse history: great
and insignificant, happy and frightening.
The “Golden Age” and Hasidic Judaism;
Zionism and Haskalah; pogroms and the
Holocaust; Communism and the “fight
against cosmopolites” — this is all part of
our history here. And it always happened
that we have always lived side by side
with the Ukrainians but very rarely with
them. This was due to their land belong-
ing to anyone but them. Lithuania and
Poland, Austria and Hungary, Romania
and Czechoslovakia, the USSR and the
Third Reich — empires and republics,
monarchies and tyrannies, they had all
been united in one thing: that the people
of this land must remain silent and obe-
dient. And we had followed our natural
instinct of self-preservation and tried
to always be on the side of the strong,
on the side of the government, and that
meant — never on the side of Ukrainians.
However, that also meant that whenever
they attempted to finally break free of
the foreign yoke, we became one of
the first channels for instinctual hatred
or targeted propaganda. Then we once
again asked for help and protection from
the current government, and the cycle
repeated itself. Perhaps if at least one

Ukrainian attempt to achieve indepen-
dence turned out differently, we would
have had a different relationship.

The last attempt, made a little
over twenty years ago, has seemingly
succeeded. The last empire of Europe
broke into pieces, and on its remnants
arose or were restored new independent
states, including Ukraine. This entire
time the young country sought its own
way and its own place in the family
of free people, and it has been a dif-
ficult search. The Baltic peoples were
lucky: they had been accepted into the
European family right away. Civil wars
were imposed upon the Moldavians and
the Georgians, and their countries broke
apart. The Ukrainians demonstrated
miracles of composure and stamina,
solving ever more political crises with
no blood spilled. But today the time of
reckoning has come. The forces of impe-
rial revenge outside and inside Ukraine
have openly placed their stakes into the
hands of the most odious politician of
the pro-Soviet camp, who combines a
petty criminal past, a lack of schooling,
and a provincial outlook. Over less than
three years of his rule he managed to
become insanely rich and make a host of
enemies, all while destroying Ukraine’s
national economy and its hope for inte-
grating into Europe.

Two months ago, the citizens of
Ukraine, who have snatched a few
breaths of the air of freedom over the
last twenty years, went out to a square
with one demand: to stop the country
from becoming a dictatorship and to
return hope for a brighter future to
its people. Since then they have been
standing at Kyiv’s Maidan and many
other squares all over the country. It is
not just Ukrainians who are making the
stand, but also Russians, Armenians,
Belarusians, Crimean Tatars. And the
Jews are standing as well. The govern-
ment threw special police forces and the
internal military at them, hired thugs
and frightened government employees
— all those who still carry within them
the Soviet-bred indifference to their
own future and a fear to lose the piece
of stale bread that they are fed with by
the almighty bureaucrat.

Today our word means much for
these people and for the entire world.
We received the privilege to speak out
and be heard through the blood and
ashes of the Holocaust. Unfortunately,
today many of us are once again try-
ing to either seize profit for themselves
from the situation or to simply wait it
out. That has already happened more
than once in our history. But today it
is time to remember that our people
received their right to immortality three
and a half thousand years ago not just
by promising to fulfill God’s com-
mandments but to bring knowledge
of Him to all peoples. Today 45 mil-
lion people from a country that had
been watered with our blood, too, ask
only for Justice and Mercy. Do we
truly have the right to deny them that?
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Deutsche Bank, Toronto Refuses to
Comment on Links to Yanukovych

On February 6, 2014, a small group
of Ukrainian-Canadians pick-
eted Deutsche Bank Toronto branch
— expressing their concern over the
German bank’s handling of corruption
money from Oleksandr Yanukovych,
the son of the Ukrainian President. In
their response, Deutsche Bank’s repre-
sentatives ignored the demonstration in
front of their Toronto office and refused
to address picketers and media.

That day, the entire financial district
on Bay Street heard the demonstrators
shout “Deutsche Bank, stop laundering
Yanukovych’s blood money!” Activists
also held anti-Yanukovych banners
and laid out fake banknotes dipped in
red paint — symbolizing Yanukovych’s
government-induced deaths and terror.
They continued to attract attention of
those passing by on their lunch hour.
Deutsche Bank, however, did not take
any initiative, other than calling secu-
rity in dealing with an emerging situ-
ation.

Prior to scheduling the picket,
Deutsche Bank’s representatives have
been notified by fax. Active members
of Toronto’s Ukrainian community
outlined the time and reasons for the
picket. Namely, in their letter, Deutsche
Bank was asked to comment on the
statement regarding their policies and
legal sanctions on anti-money-launder-
ing and corruption prevention programs
(which are clearly outlined on their
webpage: http://www.db.com/italia/

en/content/1361.html).

“Deutsche Bank does not care!”
— the picketers continued to call out,
once they have received a hostile
response from the bank. Precisely, in
their response to media calls, Deutsche
Bank asked to stop calling them and to
leave the area in front of their office.

“Deutsche Bank is a laundry for
Ukrainian corruption!” — said one of the
activists at the protest. “The bank does
not abide by its own rules, and should
understand their reputation is sinking”
— she continued.

The protest was organized by
the Ukrainian Canadian community
members, which support their fellow
Ukrainians in Kyiv and around the
globe in targeting the German’s bank
offices and demanding to put an end
to enriching the Yanukovych regime.
A similar rally was held on Wall
Street in New York last week. The
anti-Yanukovych demonstrators also
picketed Rinat Akhmetov’s home in
London, and Mykola Azarov’s family
villa in Vienna.

“We will continue expressing our
concern over the stolen budget money
(possibly through a petition addressed
to the bank’s head office) — some $20
billion — which are laundered through
Deutsche Bank!” — Emiliya Umrykhina
commented when asked on future
actions. She added: “We will work
with the press and demand the bank
addresses its service shortcomings
— which currently pose a potential
reputational risk.”

Mutual Funds in 2013

Most retail investors (individuals,
rather than institutional portfolio man-
agers) invest in the markets through
mutual funds, and so we think it would
be interesting for our readers to know

how well mutual funds performed in
2013. First, let’s consider some basic
information about funds. Mutual
funds are professionally managed col-
lective investment pools that invest

their money in a variety of securities.
Although mutual funds are organized
into many different categories, the pre-
dominant categories are: money mar-
ket funds, bond (fixed income) funds,

stock (equity) funds and balanced
funds (holding bonds and stocks).
Some categories of mutual funds may
focus on a geographic region or a spe-
cific investment strategy.

Mutual funds can be open-ended
or close-ended. The most common
are open-ended funds, where investors
can buy or sell units of the fund at any
time at their Net Asset Value (NAV). In
closed-ended funds, the investor can
sell the shares, also at NAV, but only
at the designated date of closure of the
fund. A fund’s NAV equals the market
value of its holdings less the liabilities.
NAVs are generally calculated at the
end of each trading day.

One of the major advantages of
mutual funds is that they can offer
diversification in a single fund that
otherwise would require an investor
purchasing many individual securi-
ties, given that most mutual funds hold
a great variety of securities. Mutual
funds are managed by investment pro-
fessionals who are experienced in port-
folio management. The Mutual Fund
Dealers Association (MFDA) has over-
sight of mutual funds sold in Canada,
which presents an additional safeguard
as compared to investing in individual
securities. This makes mutual funds an
investment instrument of choice for
many individual investors.

At the same time, investment in
mutual funds has associated costs
which are charged by the fund and
which reduce the fund’s overall return:
distribution charges, management
fees, transaction commissions and
other fund expenses need to be cov-

ered by the returns generated by the
fund. These fees and costs constitute
a fund’s expense ratio. All funds have
expense ratios calculated according to
a set standard for all funds, allowing
investors to compare expense ratios for
different funds.

Generally mutual funds offer good
investment opportunities through their
diversification as well as providing
opportunities for investors to access
markets that may be difficult or costly
to do on one’s own. In 2013, many
international stock markets grew sig-
nificantly. In Canadian dollar terms,
the S&P 500 index grew by 41.5%, the
MSCI World index rose by 35.9%, the
MSCI Europe index grew 34.4% and
the MSCI Pacific index rose 26.4%.
Many mutual funds available to
Canadian investors participated in this
growth during 2013.

In the table we present the average
returns for different fund categories in
2013, and their average annual returns
for the five and ten year periods (2009-
2013 and 2004-2013). In many cases
last year’s performance was above
average for the past five and ten year
periods.

The best performing fund catego-
ries in 2013 were those focused on the
U.S., Europe, and other global markets.
However, many Canadian focused fund
categories outperformed the S&P/TSX
Composite index, which returned 9.6%
in 2013.
